Using SciFinder Scholar with RefWorks

You will be shown how to export your references from SciFinder Scholar to RefWorks, how to view the full-text in RefWorks, how to install the Write-N-Cite plug-in into Microsoft Word, how to use the references from RefWorks in their papers and theses, and how to create bibliographies in the American Chemical Society style format. 
	I. SciFinder Scholar at The University of Akron:  http://gozips.uakron.edu/~bolek/scifind.htm
A. Installation of the SciFinder Scholar Software

i. Click on the “download” link.

ii. Enter your UAnet ID and Password.

iii. Be sure to download two files:  sfs2007.exe and site.prf

iv. Add the “site.prf” file to the “sfschlr” folder after going through the setup procedure with the “sfs2007.exe” file.

v. Macintosh users should contact Ann Bolek for the installation instructions.

B. Saving Your Answers in SciFinder Scholar
i. The default format for saving your answers is the Rich Text Format (*.rtf) format, which displays nicely in Microsoft Word, but is not useful for RefWorks.

ii. Change the default format to the Tagged Format (*.txt).  The default folder is the “sfschlr” folder, and you are limited to saving up to 100 answers at a time.

iii. Suggestion:  Limit your answers by time period, that is, refine by publication year to get your answer sets under 100.  Then, go back and refine by a different publication year or range of publication years to save additional answers.
iv. Suggestion:  Remove duplicates, since SciFinder Scholar is searching both the Chemical Abstracts and Medline databases at the same time.
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II. Refworks:  http://www.refworks.com 
A. New Users:  Click on the Sign up for an Individual Account link
B. Handout:  Quick Start Guide (After signing in, click on Help, then Quick Start Guide, which is a PDF file)

C. To import the references you saved from SciFinder Scholar in the Tagged Format, click on the References menu, then Import.  Change your Import Filter/Data Source to CAS SciFinder.  Change the Database to CAPlus.  It is optional whether to specify a folder into which to import the references; first time users may not have created any folders yet, and you can always put the references into a folder later.  Click on the Browse button to find the file you saved from SciFinder Scholar in the Tagged Format (*.txt); the default folder is C:\SFSCHLR, but you may have saved it to your desktop or into another folder.  I suggest leaving the Encoding as the default, ANSI – Latin I.  Then click Import, near the bottom of the page.  On the next Web page, you should see the button, View Last Imported Folder, which you should click to see your references.
D. If you imported your references into a folder, you should see the folder name next to each reference.  Otherwise, the folder name is Last Imported.  To create a folder, click on the Folders menu, then Create New Folder.  To put some or all of your references into a folder, click on Selected, Page, or All in List, then Put in Folder, then the name of the folder.
E. To view the full-text or availability at The University of Akron or other OhioLINK libraries, click on the 

 button.  Please note that not every document is available electronically, and that we do not necessarily have access to some of the documents which are available electronically.  Also, the 

 button does not work for patents.
F. Write-N-Cite plug-in:  To cite references from RefWorks in your papers, theses, and dissertations, install the Write-N-Cite plug-in by going to the Tools menu, then selecting Write-N-Cite.  Versions are available for both Windows and Macintosh.  After the plug-in is installed, open Microsoft Word, and you should see the Write-N-Cite icon on your toolbar.  Click on this icon to open RefWorks.  After entering your Login ID and Password, you should see all of your references in the Cite View format.  You may select a folder to use just those references (View, Folder, and Folder Name).  Go back to Microsoft Word and start typing your paper.  Then, when you get to the point where you want to cite a reference from RefWorks, go back to Write-N-Cite and click on the Cite link in front of the author’s name whose paper you are citing.  Continue to write and cite, then save your paper.
G. Bibliography:  There are two ways to create bibliographies for your papers.  If your paper is short, you can click on Bibliography in Write-N-Cite, then select your Output Style, such as American Chemical Society (ACS), then click the Create Bibliography button.  Write-N-Cite will create a new file with the word Final at the beginning of the file name you used.  If you choose the ACS format, the new file will insert the appropriate superscripts in your paper where {{RefWorks Number, Author’s Name, Year;}} appeared before, and will create a bibliography of your references.  For longer papers, save your paper with it’s cites, then close Microsoft Word and open up RefWorks on the Web, rather than with Write-N-Cite.  Click on Bibliography, and then select your Output Style, such as ACS, then the Browse button to find the file you just saved.  Then click Create Bibliography.  You will be given an option to download it or have it sent to your e-mail.  If you download it, make sure you save it before you close your Web browser.  If you need to make any changes to your citations, make the changes in your original file, then create a new Final file, as described above.
