Using StatCrunch for Graphing:
Web address:  learn.uakron.edu/statcrunch5.0; do not use www. in front…this is housed on our uakron network.

Open the Excel file called “Data for Graphing HO”.  Once Statcrunch is open, Copy the rows and columns that contain the data.  In your statcrunch window go to:

Data-load data-from paste.  Click on “Paste data from Clipboard” and the data should appear in your spreadsheet in Statcrunch.  Click OK.

All of the graphs that you need to create will be found under the “Graphics” menu.

Bar Chart:

Graphics-Bar Plot-with data.  Click on the appropriate variable name in the left side window.  It should now also be in the right side window.  Click Create Graph.

Histogram:

Graphics-Histogram.  In the same way, click on the variable name on the left so that it now appears on the right.  Click Create Graph.

Graphics-Dotplot.  Select the appropriate QUANTITATIVE variable from the left.  In the “Group By” field, select the appropriate CATEGORICAL variable.  Click Create Graph.
